The country is rich in
coal, natural gas, gold and silver, too. It
holds one of the first place in the world for
the production of coal, iron, oil, natural gas.

However, our science, like any other,
has so many different areas, it is
impossible for you to study them all.
The first thing you will need to think
about is specializing. This letter is to
offer you some suggestions to think
about for your future.

Geography can be regarded as an
interdisciplinary science. The subject
encompasses an interdisciplinary
perspective that allows the observation
and analysis of anything distributed in
Earth space and the development of
solutions to problems based on such
analysis. The discipline of geography
can be divided into several branches of
study. The primary classification of
geography divides the approach to the
subject into the two broad categories
of physical geography and human
geography. Physical geography is
defined as the branch of geography
that encompasses the study of the
natural features and phenomena (or
processes) on the FEarth. Human
geography is the branch of geography
that deals with the study of how the
human society is influenced by the
Earth’s surface and environment and
how, in turn, anthropological activities
impact the planet.

We shall also
study geomatics, that involves the
collection of data related to the earth’s
surface, analysis of the data, its
interpretation, and storage. Geodesy,
remote sensing, and geographical
information science are the three sub-
divisions of geomatics. You should
specialize, but you will also need to
know about all of these areas of study.
So what about after the course is over
and you have graduated in
Geography? Can you have a career in
Geography?

We are experiencing a period of
climatic change too, and this is having
an effect on the way animals and
plants live. The science of ecology is
becoming more and more important;
ecologists are working in many parts
of the world. Some are working to
protect species like the tiger, which
are seriously threatened by climate

Geography is unique in bridging the
social sciences (human geography)
with the natural sciences (physical
geography). Human geography
concerns the understanding of the
dynamics of cultures, societies and
economies, and physical geography
concerns the understanding of the
dynamics of physical landscapes and
the environment.

Geography puts this understanding of
social and physical processes within
the context of places and regions -
recognising the great differences in
cultures, political systems, economies,
landscapes and environments across
the world, and the links between them.
Understanding  the  causes  of
differences and inequalities between
places and social groups underlie
much of the newer developments in
human geography.

Geography  provides an  ideal
framework for relating other fields of
knowledge. It is not surprising that
those trained as geographers often
contribute substantially to the applied
management of resources and
environments.

Geography is, in the broadest sense, an
education for life and for living.
